Jennifer Reardon ~ The Winsor School: 

- Winsor sends a quarterly electronic newsletter in between publications.

- They have email addresses for 60% of their alumnae.

- 90% of the school’s communication with parents is done by email.

- A parent e-newsletter is sent every other Friday about what is going on at Winsor this also shows any volunteer opportunities the school currently has.

- Alumnae receive a quarterly e-newsletter containing alumnae profiles, events, and surveys.

- They send e-postcards for invitations and event reminders.

- They recently sent out a master planning survey e-card and they got 700 responses out of 3,000.

- Last year they send a reunion invitation on stationery and then followed up with an e-card.

- They send an email to follow up on their year end brochure with the hopes of getting more donations.
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- They have a FaceBook page for young alumnae only.

- Their Annual Report is now online and this worked well for them last year.

- 500 hard copies of their Annual Report went to top donors and additional donors received a postcard asking people to check out the Annual Report online.

- Jennifer recommended Constant Contact.

Charles Will ~ Proctor Academy

- Hard publications have a limited shelf life whereas e-communications are up to the minute information.

- E-communications are more like conversations.

- Chuck’s Corner is a part of their website where Charles posts articles and pictures and invites people to comment on the articles on this part of Proctor’s website. Chuck’s Corner gives people an honest view of Proctor life and conveys how much fun the students have there.

- Due to Chuck’s Corner Admissions has had more visits.

- Every Friday at noon a page called Mike’s Notes goes out to the parents from the Head of School. These pages talk about the good and bad about what is currently happening at Proctor.

- Charles will customize pushpages to steward certain donors.

- They use FaceBook for events and videos.

- Charles takes 1,000 pictures a week around the campus and a handful of these pictures are then sent to specific leadership donors.

- Nine years ago Proctor switched to using mostly e-communication.
